· Jesus is a true ruler to the world because all Christians are His followers / Universal ruler.
· Jesus was born of a woman and brought suffering to her.
· He fed His flock with both spiritual / physical food.
· Just as Micah had prophesied that He will rule with majesty. Jesus was truly a king – Triumphant entry.
· His coming was foretold in the old Testament / His origin is from the beginning of times.
· Micah said Jesus would be great to the ends of the earth – and Jesus is great through what He said and did.

· When Jesus was twelve years, he accompanied His parents to Jerusalem for the Passover.
· The Passover celebrations took in the Temple.
· After the celebrations, Mary and Joseph left for home without Jesus.
· They had no idea they had left Jesus behind, thinking He was with the relatives
· They searched for Him among relatives but could not find Him.
· They returned to Jerusalem and found Him in the Temple on the third day.
· Jesus was sitting with the Jewish teachers listening to them and answering questions.
· Those present were astonished at how he asked and answered questions with wisdom.
· Mary asked Jesus why He had remained behind.
· Jesus asked why they were looking for Him as if they did not know he was in his Fathers house.
· Jesus left with His parents to Nazareth in obedience.

· They condemn sexual immorality.
· They call upon Christians to be sincere and honest in all their dealings.

· Jesus went into the synagogue on a Sabbath / to teach / was teaching
· There was a man with a withered hand.
· The Pharisees and the teachers of the law watched closely to see whether Jesus will heal on a Sabbath.
· Jesus knew what they were thinking and He told the man to get up.
· The man stood up there
· Jesus  asked them whether it was lawful to do good or evil; save life or destroy it on a Sabbath?
· Looking around He said to the man, “stretch out your hand”
· The mad did so and he was completely healed.
· The Pharisees and the teachers of the law were furious and they started to discuss among themselves what they were to do with Jesus.

· He was a man rejected by many/ Jewish leaders.
· One who lived in the wilderness.
· Those who are least in the kingdom of God are greater than John.

· They paid Judas Iscariot to betray Jesus.
· They brought false accusations against Jesus /they accused Jesus of blasphemy which was punishable by death.
· They hurriedly tried him at night before people knew what was happening.
· They framed a treason charge against Jesus when he appeared before Pilate/Accused him of sedition/political charge/they accused Him of refusing to pay tax.
· They blackmailed Pilate into accepting their demand to have Jesus crucified.
· They organized a mob to shout for the death of Jesus/release of Barrabbas.
· They crucified him dead when they got permission from Pilate/they nailed him to the cross when permission was granted by Pilate.

· Faith in God/Trust that God will forgive.

4.	(a)	Relate Peter’s message on the day of Pentecost.			(7 marks)
· Peter stood up to explain what was happening and defended the disciples for not being drunk.  
· He explained that what was happening was the fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy, when God would send His spirit.
· The Messianic age  had arrived in the person of Jesus Christ
· Jesus of Nazareth was a man commended to Israel by God through His mighty deeds/wonders/signs.
· Jesus suffered and was crucified by sinful people in accordance with God’s plan.
· God had raised Jesus from the dead to fulfill the prophecy of King David that Jesus would not taste death.
· The apostles were living witnesses to the resurrection of Jesus.
· God has exalted Jesus and made Him both Lord and judge.
· Jesus has sent the Holy Spirit through whom the disciples are speaking in tongues.
· Jesus is a descendant of David. 
·  The people who heard Peter’s message were moved and asked Peter what they would do.  
· Peter invited them to repent and be baptized in the name of Christ for the forgiveness of sins and the reception of the Holy Spirit.
· About 3,000 people were converted to Christianity that day.

· Christians are the bride married to Christ.
· Christ is the divine bridegroom who seeks his bride, the Christians, to enter into a covenant relationship.
· The marriage should be a life-long union where there would be neither suffering nor death.
· Christians should prepare themselves to receive Christ who will return for his bride, the church.
· During the final establishment of the kingdom, God will take all the believers, the bride, to the new home, heaven, where they would live in unity and love. 
· Christians must obey God and do his will in order to be rewarded with eternal life.

· Preaching love and forgiveness to one another.
· Organizing inter-denominational prayers.
· Reconciling warring parties /encouraging peace agreements.

· Encouraging and promoting dialogue among people in the society.
· Condemning customs and practices which threaten unity in the society.
· Living exemplary lives for other people to copy.
· Promoting the socio-economic welfare of the society e.g. through employment creation.
· Avoiding actions that may disrupt peace and unity.
· Exposing those intending to cause disunity.
· Creating awareness/organizing workshops or seminars on the importance of unity.
