QUESTION THREE (20 MARKS)
The world Health Organisation recommends exclusive breastfeeding until 6 months of age and then continued breastfeeding with complementary food until up to two years of beyond.  Breastfeeding can significantly reduce the incidence for lifestyle related diseases in later life.  Breastfeeding rates have been found to be higher in communities where there is adequate primary health care.  A need assessment was conducted in Nyakach, a local government area with total population of 124,000 that records on average 1800 live births per year.  The needs assessment identified that only 45% of the population of infants are breastfed to three months of age.
