b) Narrate the incident when Jesus was accused of using Beelzebul’s power in Luke 11:14-23. 									                                                      (8mks)
i. Now he was casting out a demon that was dumb. When the demon had gone out, the dump man spoke, and the people marveled.
ii. But some of them said, “he cast out demons by  Beelzebul, the prince of demons while others, to test him, sought from him a sign from heaven.
iii. But he, knowing their thoughts, said to them, “every kingdom divided against itself is laid waste, and a divided household falls.
iv.  And if Satan also is divided against himself, how will his kingdom stand? For you say that I cast out demons by Beelzebul.
v. And if I cast out demons by Beelzebul, by whom do your sons cast them out? Therefore they shall be your judges.
vi. But if it is by the finger of God that I cast out demons, then the kingdom of God has come upon you. 
vii. When a strong man, fully armed, guards his own palace, his goods are in peace; but when one stronger than he assails him and overcomes him, he takes away his armor in which he trusted, and divides his spoil. 
viii. He who is not with me is against me, and he who does not gather with me scatters.

           c) Give the relevance of Jesus’ teaching on discipleship from the commissioning of the 12 and the 72  
               to Christians today.    								                   (6mks)
i. Christians continue to evangelize and ensure that the gospel reaches all people. Jesus emphasized to the disciples that they had a lot of work to do in preaching the gospel. 
ii. Christians should not tire I evangelizing even in the face of hostility or resistance. Jesus encouraged His disciples to bless those who rejected their mission.
iii. Christians have a duty to take care of the servants of God. Jesus urged the disciples to receive support from the people they evangelize to.    
iv. Christians should be involved in the healing ministry of Jesus in all its dimensions. 
v. Christians have the assurance of God’s power to overcome evil. Jesus told the disciples that He gave them the authority to overcome the power of the enemy.
vi. Christians should be cautious of their ability to cast out evil spirits. They should be humble and acknowledge God’s power in their actions.                1x6mk=6mks

 
4a) Relate the message of Peter on the Day of Pentecost.                                                                        (7mks)
i. He defended the apostles by saying that they were not drunk because it was still very early in the morning. Under the influence of the Holy Spirit, peter courageously addressed the people and defended the disciples. His message was drawn from Joel 2:28-32.
ii. The coming of the Holy Spirit was fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy. 
iii. The Holy spirit would enable the people prophesy, to see visions, dream dreams and manifest God’s wonders.
iv. Peter explained that the outpouring of the Holy Spirit was a positive proof that the Messianic era had arrived through the person of Jesus.
v. The Holy Spirit was a gift from Jesus to everyone as fulfillment of what he had promised to his disciples.
vi. The person who receives the Holy Spirit should look forward to the end, that is, the “Day of the lord”.
vii. Peter confessed that those who would confess that Jesus is the Lord would be saved.
viii. Peter went on to explain about Jesus. He emphasized that Jesus is the Christ, Messiah and Lord.

i. Jesus said that he is the vine and the father is the vine dresser.
ii. The Christians, believers, are the branches. 
iii. They are encouraged to bear much fruit by remaining faithful to Christ. 
iv. But if they fail to do so, they will be pruned, thrown into a fire and burnt just as the dead branches are thrown into fire. 
v. They can only be fruitful if they remain united in Christ
vi. The vine and in the same way a branch can only bear fruits if it remains united to the tree. 
vii. Christians are reminded that they should remain in Christ so that whatever request they make in His name they will be granted. 
viii. They are also expected to obey God’s commandments just as Christ was obedient to His father. 
ix. They have to show that they belong to Christ by loving one another just as Christ loved them.
